Pre-performance Announcements: All announcements should be completed via the survey
provided. We will supply extra forms of the NYSPC Announcer Template if needed.

Registration: A representative from each ensemble will need to register their group at the
student/equipment drop off entrance. Each ensemble will receive:

● Final Performance, Warm-Up, and Report/Staging Times
● Homeroom and Warm-up Area Assignments
● Room Contracts
● School and Gymnasium Maps

Security Protocols: In order to keep all band participants safe, ONLY
INDIVIDUALS WITH SHOW PASSES WILL BE ADMITTED THROUGH THE PIT
ENTRANCE AND ALLOWED INTO THE CLASSROOM AREAS. Please pass this
information along to parents. Thank you for your understanding.



Homerooms: Each group will have two classrooms for storage of equipment. Large timpani and
marimbas will not fit into the classrooms.

Warm- up areas: There are 2 warm-up areas: freshman gym and auditorium. Each performing
ensemble will have 20 minutes of warm-up time in a large room.

Concessions: A variety of foods will be available for purchase in the cafeteria, including hot
dogs, chili dogs, chili, nachos, pizza, loaded baked potatoes, soda, water, and more. A full
menu will be listed in the program and outside the cafeteria. The concession area will open at
12:00pm and will remain open throughout the show. Baked goods, candy, snacks, coffee and
water will be available for purchase outside of the varsity gymnasium. We ask that all food and
drink remain outside of the gymnasium and warm-up areas. If the majority of your band
plans to eat before or after they perform, we would appreciate advance notice so
we may plan accordingly.

Buses & Trucks are to follow the signs to their designed drop-off, loading, and parking areas.
There will be plenty of volunteers ready to assist you. There will be overflow parking in the
Ridge-Culver Plaza parking lot.

Equipment: All equipment must enter the gym before you perform and is to be removed from
the gym after your performance. There will be a concert bass drum, chimes and 4 timpani
available upon request. Please make arrangements with Michael Lane at 585-216-7371 if you
need to borrow any equipment. Please contact them well in advance so arrangements can be
made.

Equipment/Prop Storage: Props and large equipment can be stored in the cafeteria and
adjacent hallway. (All noted on map).

Timing Line: There is a vertical timing line. Ensembles will enter from the overhead door to
the gym, to the audience’s left. They exit through the back-side doors, to the audience’s right.
Full performance area is 110’x75’. See map.

Post Contest Critique: Critique will take place in the library, 15 minutes following the last
performance. As this is the extended critique, a schedule will be posted in the google drive
once completed.
